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Foreword

It is the proud privilege of Indian Institute of Sindhology (Bharti Sindhu Vidyapeeth)
to present this unique volume of a trilingual dictionary (Sindhi-Hindi-English) for all lov-
ers of Sindhi Language and Literature, including students, who wish to know the correct
meaning and usage of Sindhi word and acquire the proficiency in the language by adding
hundred of new words to their vocabulary.

The main advantage of the present dictionary is that Sindhi words are enumerated
in both the scripts, on the right side in the Persio-Arabic script and on left side in Devnagri
script, enabling the readers knowing either of the two scripts to make good use of it. The
additional advantage of this dictionary is that meaning of the words is provided both in
Hindi and in English. Sindhis have become multi-lingual as they are scattered allover India
as well as in many parts of the world. After independence, Sindhis in India can boast of
hundred percent literacy, with working knowledge of at least three languages Hindi, En-
glish and regional or state language.

The two dictionaries at present available to users are those of Parmanand Mewaram’s
Sindhi-English, first published in 1910, and his English-Sindhi Dictionary published in
1933. As they have become outdated, it was a long felt need to compile a dictionary with
thousand of new words which have entered in Sindhi language through close contact with
Hindi, English and other local languages, making it very rich in the process. It was also felt
that many words have become obsolete, and many more have acquired altogether different
meaning in to day’s context, highlighting the dire need of new revised edition.
